$40 per hour, minimum four hours (Must include set-up &
clean-up time)

Green Valley has two, nice, air conditioned clubhouses that
are available to homeowners and authorized tenants to rent. The
clubhouses come with a full kitchen, round & rectangular tables
and chairs. Rentals must be made at least 10 working days prior
to date desired, no exceptions.

Rentals must be cleaned up and vacated by midnight on Friday
and Saturday and 11:00 p.m. Sunday through Thursday. Live
bands are not allowed. Amplified music must be kept indoors
with the windows and doors closed. The Adult Clubhouse is
handicapped accessible.

In addition, you must also be able to provide a certificate of
liability insurance, minimum $500,000 coverage per occurrence,
from your homeowners insurance company. It is required that
it names the Green Valley Homeowners’ Recreation Association
as additional insured for the date(s) of your rental. This must
be turned in to the Association office no later than ten (10) days
before the Use Date. Green Valley can no longer just be listed
as the certificate holder, but must be listed as additional insured.

Feel free to stop by the Association office during office hours
to check the reservation book or pick up a key to take a look at
the clubhouses. We can check the book and hold a date for you
for a few days.

The Family Clubhouse is located in the courtyard directly
across from the Association office. The Adult Clubhouse is
located north of Slater, next to the Adult Pool.

The use of the pool is not included in the rental and
pool parties are not allowed. The use of inflatables or
live animal attractions is not allowed.

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POOL RULES
Pool Hours 6:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m.
No Pool Parties or Private Lessons Allowed

1. Children under the age of 14 are not allowed in the pool gate without an adult or lifeguard.
Children 14-17 years must wear a green swim tag to swim without an adult or lifeguard. Swim
tags may be obtained in the Green Valley office and are for residents only.

2. Gates must always be kept closed and locked.

3. No more than 4 guests per Green Valley adult resident. No pool parties or large groups
allowed.

4. Any damage to the pool or pool area will be the responsibility of the homeowner.
5. Showers are for rinsing off only. No soap or shampoo allowed.

6. No alcohol, smoking, illegal drugs, glass or breakable containers allowed. Barbecues must
be outside the gated deck area.

7. While on duty, the lifeguards are the designated authority. Anyone violating pool rules will
be asked to leave. Parents are responsible for their children/guests, regardless if there is a lifeguard
on duty. Lifeguards will conduct a mandatory 5-minute safety break each hour. All individuals
must exit the pool at that time. No exceptions.

8. To assist in the safety of all children, an adult must stay within 5’ of small children in the
pool at all times. An adult must be within 10’ of any child that is not able to swim across the pool.

9. All children under the age of 4 (toilet trained or not) must wear a swim diaper or tight fitting
plastic pants.

10. No toys or flotations allowed. Only those used to assist in swimming safely are permitted.

11. Any person having an obvious communicable disease, skin eruption, cut, sore or lesion,
eye, ear, nose or throat infection, is not permitted from using the pool.

12. In the event of thunder or lightning, the pool will be closed immediately. It will reopen 30
minutes after the last incident.

13. No running, horseplay or pushing of others in the pool. Abusive/foul language or lewd
conduct is prohibited.

14. No bicycles or skateboards allowed in the pool deck area.

15. In accordance with Health Department regulations, no pets are allowed in the pool area.
16. Proper swimming attire is required.

17. All persons swim at their own risk and should not swim alone when no lifeguard is on duty.
18. The Adult Pool is for those 21 years of age and older only. No infants or children.

When there is No Lifeguard on Duty - Children under the age of 14 years shall not use the pool
without adult supervision.

The California Insurance Crisis:
What Homeowners Need to Know

California homeowners are facing an unprecedented
insurance crisis, one that has worsened in the wake of recent
wildfires. While these disasters have heightened the problem,
California’s insurance market was already in turmoil due to
rising claims costs, excessive litigation, and increasingly strict
regulations. Major insurers have pulled out of the state or sharply
raised premiums, leaving homeowners to rely more heavily on
the FAIR Plan, California’s insurer of last resort, which has seen
a 70% increase in policyholders in just a few years. Over the
past decade, homeowners’ insurance premiums in California
have surged by an average of 43.7%, putting homeowners under
increasing financial strain. At the same time, many homeowners
are also facing nonrenewal of their policies, a growing concern
for those already struggling with high rates.

Several factors are contributing to the rising rates and
nonrenewal of home policies. One of the main drivers is wildfire
risk, as fires have become more frequent and destructive in
recent years and insurers are paying out billions of dollars in
damages. Also, the cost of water damage claims—often caused
by plumbing issues, burst pipes, or appliance failures—has also
increased. One of the most overlooked reasons for skyrocketing
insurance premiums is the increasing cost of liability claims.
Large lawsuits and settlements (from slip-and-fall injuries,
swimming pool accidents, dog bites and even social host liability
cases) have forced insurers to pay out billions, which ultimately
gets passed down to policyholders. As these massive lawsuits
become more common, insurers must charge higher premiums
to offset the growing risk.

As the risk increases, many insurers are opting not to renew
policies, particularly in high-fire areas, or policies with a past
claims history. Nonrenewal can leave homeowners struggling to
find affordable coverage in a market where fewer companies are
willing to offer policies. Some insurers are also changing their
underwriting practices to tighten the criteria for new policies,
further limiting options. Homeowners receiving nonrenewal
notices may be forced to turn to the FAIR Plan, but its high costs
and limited coverage make it an unsatisfactory alternative for
many.

Combined with the exit of major insurers from the state
and the rise in construction and repair costs, homeowners are
seeing fewer options and higher rates. As insurers face mounting
financial pressure, coverage will be harder to find and the cost
will continue to climb.

What is some of the best advice we give to our clients?:

1. Review your policy coverages with your agent annually.
Be sure your policy is keeping up with current replacement costs
and you are getting all discounts you are eligible for. Never
skimp on the replacement cost amount for your dwelling.

2. Take a higher deductible. Most advise against putting
in small claims, because your rate will likely go up and some
carriers may nonrenew policies with a claims history. We
recommend taking a large deductible, making small repairs
yourself, and saving on your insurance premium as a result.

3. Invest in ways to proactively protect your home from
loss, such as wildfire mitigation management and emergency
gas shut off valves. We strongly encourage the installation of
alarm systems and leak detection systems with automatic water
shut off valves.

4. Bundle your policies together for further discounts.

Looking ahead, California’s insurance market is expected
to remain volatile. Working with a personal insurance agent is
becoming essential for homeowners to navigate these challenges
and secure the best possible coverage in an increasingly

Lifeguards: They will begin May 24th. Anyone under the age
of 14 years must have adult supervision.

Small Children: Any child not potty trained should wear a
swim diaper. To assist in the safety of all children, we ask that
an adult stay within 5” of small children in the pool at all times.
We also require that an adult be within 10° of any child that is
not a strong swimmer or able to swim across the pool in the deep
end.
